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INSTRUCTION MANUAL OF AIR NIPPERS

&WARNING

H Before using the tools, you should first thoroughly read the warnings
and attentions below for safety and correct operation. In addition,
observe strictly all your local safety regulations for cutting tools and
related equipments.
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1. Don't touch cutting blades and put hands/fingers close to cutting blades as each
air tools have powerful cutting and pressing force.

2. Don't touch the blades without shutting off compressed air in case of any need to
touch (to change blades, solve troubles and so on.)

3. Shut off the air when not using.

4. Make sure to use safety glasses when operating the tools to protect operator's

eyes from flying cut pieces.
Make always sure screw pin (Part No.6) to hold blades is fixed well without loosen-
ing.
Do not apply the tools to cut unsuitable materials beyond capacity.
It will cause damage of the cutting blades and flying pieces of the broken pieces
are dangerous.

7. Supply recommended air pressure by using pressure gauges and control valves.
Higher air pressure will cause damages and accidents.
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Bl How to use

1) Lubricate 1~2 drops through the sliding surface of the blade
(parts figure®)

2) Connect air-hose.

3) Push Safety Lever(Part No.8) lightly after applying works
onto the blade.

¥ Adjust the position of lever by turning Body B according to

the job to be done.
But never turn Body B more than 180 degrees.

Hl How to change blades

1) Unscrew Screw Pin(Part No.6,15) using a screw driver.

2) Remove a blade(part No.7) from the Body.

3) Insert a new blade into the Body (Shut off air when changing
blades).

Bl How to change 0O-Rings

(A) In case of O-Ring (Part No.12)

1) Take off Hanger(Part No.19)
2) Pull out Spring Pin(Part No.16) and Safety Lever will come off.
3) Take off Valve Pin(Part No.4)
4) Exchange O-Ring(Part No.12)
¥ If O-Ring is worn out, air will leak near Valve Pin with pushing
the Safety Lever.

(B) In case of O-Ring (Part No.11)

1) Take off Body B(Part No.2) by turning to the left.
2) Pull out Piston(Part No.3) and replace O-Ring.
¥ If O-Ring is worn out, air will leak from the body and Piston
will not move correctly.
% Body A, B, C can be taken apart by turning to the left.

Bl Attention

1) Lubricate sliding surface of the blade(Parts figure ®) several
times a day.
2) Never operate air tools with no work.
(Operating air tools with no work would damage the blade)
3) Supply recommended air pressure.
% Muromoto shall not take responsibility for any trouble caus-
ed by supplying higher air pressure.
4) Never use air tools for purposes beyond the capacity.
¥ Refer to the lists of cutting capacity in the catalog.
5) Use dried compressed air.
6) Since 0-Ring is consumable, it is recommended to purchase
with O-Rings when exchanging Parts No. 3, 4, 5, 23.
